We will have our TEXAS preliminary on June 5, 2011 and the NATIONALS for our UNITED AMERICA is set for the weekend of Oct. 21-23rd, 2011.  IF I can get this worked out, I would like to have the PETITE UNITED AMERICA NATIONALS on Sat., Oct. 22, 2011 and then the results will be announced at the NATIONALS UNITED AMERICA.  Those participating in the PETITE UA pageant would be involved with the program on Sunday too.  But, if it doesn’t go as I would like to see happen, then we will do it as we did this year with Both pageants being on the same day.

Starting in 2012 we will be moving our NATIONALS pageants to JUNE and the TEXAS pageant will be in October.  I know this is a long time away, but I wanted to get the word out to everyone so that plans can be made for those who wish to participate.

And now I would like to announce about some NEW additions we will have this year in our competition.  Based on popular demand and in keeping in line with other systems in the pageant world, we will be offering this year Three (3) new queen divisions in the NATIONALS – UNITED AMERICA - They are:

1 – “Lady” – open to those who are 55 and up – single, divorced, widow, married

2 – “Woman” – open to those who are 26 and up – single, divorced, widow, married and Size 14 and up

3 – “Royal” – open to ANY reigning queen and any new queen competing – winner is decided on the following areas:  interview, number of contestants referred, number of appearances, and number of sponsors referred.  

A contestant/queen may participate and pay a discounted fee if participating in more than one age division but only ONE title per age division will be given.  Also, a person may enter both the NATIONALS – UNITED AMERICA and PETITE UNITED AMERICA pageants with a discounted rate.  Only one NATIONAL title will be awarded per each age division.  So as an update – this will be ages of competition for this next year:

NATIONALS – UNITED AMERICA

Jr. Teen – 13 – 15 year (this will be our last year for this age division as we will be combining with Teen in the following years)

Teen – 16 -18 yr

Miss – 19 – 25 yr

Ms. – 26 & up (single, divorced, widow)

Mrs. – 21 & up

Classic – 44 & up (single, divorced, married, widow)

Lady – 55 & up (single, divorced, married, widow)

Woman – 26 & up (single, divorced, married, widow & size 14 and up)

Royal – Any of the ages
Areas of competition for NATIONALS – UNITED AMERICA will be:

Interview, Fashion Wear, Evening Wear and On-Stage Question

For our PETITE UNITED AMERICA Pageant we will have the following age divisions:

Teen – 15-18 yr

Miss – 19 – 25 yr

Ms. – 26 & up (single, divorced, widow)

Mrs. – 21 & up

Classic – 44 & up (single, divorced, married, widow)

Lady – 55 & up (single, divorced, married, widow)

In order to compete in the PETITE – you must be 5’6” or under.

Areas of competition for the PETITE UNITED AMERICA NATIONAL PAGEANT will be:

On Stage Personality/presentation, Fashion Wear, Evening Wear

TALENT is offered as an Optional area of competition for Both pageants.

Other special awards will also occur, more on these opportunities later.  As well, we will also have a UNITED AMERICA AMBASSADOR –LIFETIME Queen for both of our NATIONAL pageants.
If you have any questions about any of these new areas of competition or would like to go ahead and enter for your state now, please let me hear from you!  We look forward to spreading the word about our UNITED AMERICA Pageant!  I’m also excited that Tim Kretschmann will be joining us again next year!
