Classic – 45 & up (single,divorced,married,widow)

Elite- 55 & up (single,divorced,married,widow)

Woman – 26 & up – Size 14 & up (single,divorced,married,widow)

Royal – Reigning Queens & Contestants may compete for this title. Compete in: Interview, Fashion Wear, Evening Wear, Sponsors referred, contestants referred, and appearances. Must provide scrapbook of documented pictures from appearances.

*Contestants may compete in more than One age division at a discounted rate and also in the other UA pageants if qualified.  Only ONE title per age division.  Contestant may hold only ONE title.  If you have been a UA titleholder in the past, or hold one now, you may compete again in a different age division.

Woman – 26 & up – Size 14 & up (single,divorced,married,widow)

*Contestants may compete in more than one age division at a discounted rate and also in the TEXAS and/or UA NATIONALS if qualified.  Only ONE title per age division.  Contestant can only hold ONE title.
